Families brought potluck and it was wonderful! What a spread!). The children enjoyed an evening of
games, prizes, music, and fun. Maria Fenn and Deb Smith offer their gratitude for the parents who
came out Wednesday evenings week after week, helping to make this program a thriving and growing
Christian Education experience for all of us. Many thanks to Carolyn Rogers and Allison Andrews,
who managed the "front of the house", otherwise known as the parish hall dinner set-up and
preparation, making the evening move along in a timely fashion. We really couldn't have been on
time and organized without them. We also want to thank Catherine Smith and Sarah Cluggish, who
were guest teachers, and did a great job. Father Tom added music to the children's evening,
something they always look for, both before and after dinner, and began our community meals with a
prayer. Thank you so much, all of you, for helping us make Wednesday Nights happen.

Families took turns providing wonderful dinners for all of us - sometimes over 40 people! We saw so
much effort and creativity in what was served - thank you all so much. We know that providing dinner
for a crowd on a weeknight is no easy task. You all did a great job!

We also need to thank the children of Grace Church, who brought their amazing light and enthusiasm
to our classes. They have been a pleasure to teach. We hope to see them all, and more, next
September 12th, when we begin our Fall Season of classes.

This past Spring Season Maria, Deborah, and Catherine Smith taught several parables, along with a
lesson on Baptism, and one on Pentecost. The children love the Baptism lesson, and we will continue
to teach it at least once each year. Pentecost is one of the lessons we will repeat each year as well.
Having several parables taught in one season has been a very nice experience. Just like fairy tales
are started with the words "Once upon a time”,.. The parables all begin with the words "Once there
was a man who did such amazing things, and said such wonderful things, that people just had to
follow Him." These words signal to the children that something out of the ordinary is going to be told.
The parables take off from there. There are a few ways they can continue: One group of parables



continues with the words: "They wanted to know who He was. One time when they asked Him, He
said, "I am the Good Shepherd. Several of the parables continue with the words: "As they followed
Him, they heard Him talk about a kingdom. But it was not like the kingdom they lived in, or like any
kingdom anyone had ever visited, or even like any kingdom anyone had ever heard of. So they had to
ask Him, "What is the kingdom of Heaven like?" He answered, “The kingdom of Heaven is like when
a person who buys and sells fine pearls, a merchant, goes to search for the great pearl." A third way
the parable continues is with the words: "As they followed Him, they heard Him speak of many things.
Sometimes people asked questions. One day a person asked Him what the most important thing in
life is. He answered, "You already know". (It is to love God and to love people just like they are your
neighbors). The children guess very quickly who the amazing person is. But parables are sometimes
hard to understand, even for grownups. The introduction to all the parables focuses on four important
things for the children to remember:

1) A gold box holds the parables, because they as valuable, even more valuable, than gold.

2) The box looks like a present, because parables are presents to us, to the children, given even
before we were born. Even if we don't understand what a parable is, it still belongs to us. We don't
have to earn them, go find them, steal them, buy them...... parables already belong to us.

3) The box has a lid, and lids sometimes stop us. Parables can be hard to open. But don't get
discouraged; keep coming back again and again, and one day they will open for you.

4) The box looks old. Parables are very old...2000 years old.

The children received the parables from wherever they were able to receive them, in terms of their
development, and their lives. When they hear them again in church or next spring, they will be a year
older, and will hear them in a whole new way. It's pretty exciting. EXxciting to teach, exciting to watch
and listen to their responses to these ancient lessons.

After the parable a series of "I wonder" questions are asked of the children. They answer from
wherever they are - there is no right or wrong answer. They meet these stories with what they have at
that moment in time. It's been a fine year. We look forward to September 12th, and continuing this
journey with the children and with the whole Wednesday Night community. Thank you everyone who
attended and helped us thrive and grow!

GARRISON KEILLOR ON EPISCOPALIANS

We make fun of Episcopalians for their blandness, their excessive calm, their fear of giving offense,
their lack of speed and also for their secret fondness for macaroni and cheese. But nobody sings like
them. If you were to ask an audience in Des Moines, a relatively Episcopalianless place, to sing along
on the chorus of "Michael Row The Boat Ashore," they will look daggers at you as if you had asked
them to strip to their underwear. But if you do this among Episcopalians, they'd smile and row that
boat ashore and up on the beach! ....And down the road!

Many Episcopalians are bred from childhood to sing in four-part harmony, a talent that comes from
sitting on the lap of someone singing alto or tenor or bass and hearing the harmonic intervals by
putting your little head against that person's rib cage. It's natural for Episcopalians to sing in harmony.
We are too modest to be soloists, too worldly to sing in unison.

When you're singing in the key of C and you slide into the A7th and D7th chords, all two hundred of
you, it's an emotionally fulfilling moment. By our joining in harmony, we somehow promise that we will
not forsake each other.

| do believe this, people: Episcopalians, who love to sing in four-part harmony, are the sort of people
you could call up when you're in deep distress. If you are dying, they will comfort you. If you are
lonely, they'll talk to you. And if you are hungry, they'll give you tuna salad!

Episcopalians believe in prayer, but would practically die if asked to pray out loud. Episcopalians like
to sing, except when confronted with a new hymn or a hymn with more than four stanzas.
Episcopalians believe their rectors will visit them in the hospital, even if they don't notify them that they
are there. Episcopalians usually follow the official liturgy and will feel it is their way of suffering for
their sins.

Episcopalians believe in miracles and even expect miracles, especially during their stewardship
visitation programs or when passing the plate.

Episcopalians feel that applauding for their children's choirs will not make the kids too proud and
conceited.

Episcopalians think that the Bible forbids them from crossing the aisle while passing the peace.
Episcopalians drink coffee as if it were the Third Sacrament.

Episcopalians feel guilty for not staying to clean up after their own wedding reception in the Fellowship
Hall.
