MARCH MESSAGE FROM THE PRIEST IN CHARGE 
 
Lent originated in the very early days of the Church as a preparatory time for Easter when the 
faithful rededicate themselves and when converts were instructed in the faith and prepared for 
baptism.  It is believed that by observing the forty days of Lent, individual Christians imitate Jesus’ 
withdrawal into the wilderness for forty days at the beginning of his ministry. 
 
When I think of Lent, my thoughts turn to Lenten sacrifice.  What do I give up for Lent?  Some 
people give up chocolate for Lent, others give up watching television – I am sure you know many 
things that you or others have given up in the past.  I always think of Lent as a time to break an 
old bad habit, time to reject something that somehow causes a prick of my own conscience.   
 
Frankly, I am unsure whether God really cares about how much candy I eat, or whether I can’t 
miss an episode of my favorite TV show.  Instead, God does care whether I love others and not 
just those closest to me.  God does care whether I help to feed the hungry or nurture a 
relationship with my community.  Lent is not just a season about self-denial; Lent is a season 
about reordering our desires, our patterns of being, and our patterns of living to seek first the 
kingdom of God and God’s righteousness.  This Lent, I hope to look up from the self-indulgent 
guilt of worrying about chocolates and television and instead look out to a world that is crying for 
my attention and crying for your attention as well. 
 
This Lent on Wednesdays at Grace Church, adults will be studying the Gospel According to Mark.  
Mark is the oldest and shortest of the four canonical Gospels.  This faced paced and sometimes 
strange gospel contains no birth narrative, and no post resurrection appearances of Jesus.  In this 
Gospel, Jesus is an apocalyptic prophet and healer who is proclaiming the nearness of the 
Kingdom of God.  Again and again, Mark’s Gospel gives us a vision of Jesus’ miracles as 
subversive political acts, which bring wholeness to broken communities and allow people to truly 
see the face of God in everyone they meet.  Come for interesting talks, discussion and exploration 
of our radical and outwardly looking faith. 
 
On two Sundays we also have other educational offerings, A Christian Prepares for Burial and 
Holy Week – What’s it all about?, to help us mark this season of Lent and prepare for Holy Week 
and Easter. 
 
During this season of Lent, at the 10:00 services, we will again be using liturgical texts from the 
Episcopal Church’s supplement to the Book of Common Prayer, Enriching Our Worship.  These 
texts seek to use more expansive language, metaphors and images in describing God and the 
story of our faith.  These texts seek to bear witness to a God who transcends all categories of 
knowing, including those of masculine and feminine.  Please let me know if you have any thoughts 
on the experience of praying with these texts. 
 
Know that you are in my prayers during this season of Lent.
