Sex and the Bible Part I: Paul on Sex and Gender

In an era in which both the Anglican Communion and U.S. public debate swirl around the topics of sex,
gender and the Bible, we have a chance to discuss the writings of a particularly influential and intriguingly
complex author, the Apostle Paul. How did Paul interpret the creation stories of Genesis? How did he
portray gender difference? How did he view sexuality? And, how might communal contexts impact his
different approaches to these topics?

Sex and the Bible Part Il: The Amazing Adventures of Paul and Thecla, Perpetua and Felicitas

Some of the most inspired and under-appreciated early Christian writings are the stories of early Christian
martyrs and ascetics, many of whom were women whose faith propelled them out into a hostile world.
Together we will learn of the amazing adventures of Paul and Thecla, and of Perpetua and Felicitas, and
consider in what new light these early Christian portrayals of gender and sexuality might cast our
contemporary Anglican Communion debates.

Our Lenten Hunger Justice Campaign, Food For Thought, has been a great success! On Sunday,
February 21%, we had a kick off event and heard from five volunteers from three local food pantries and
soup kitchens (the UU Church of Medford, St. Francis, and St Luke’s) and the services they provide to the
food insecurity in our community. We have been collecting food (144 boxes and bags) to donate to local
food pantries. On Wednesdays, we had speakers from Project Bread, Episcopal City Mission, Gaining
Ground, The Food Project, and parishioner Esther Brown. They spoke to us about what food insecurity
looks like in MA and some of the programs that address these issues, the difference between charity and
justice, feast and famine in the Bible, and Community Support Agriculture. The youth of the church went
on a field trip {o OverLook Farm in Rutland, MA and learned about hunger in other countries. They also
toured the food pantry across the street at the Universal Unitarian Church of Medford. And, on Sundays,
we heard testimonies from Sara Folta, Matt Fenn, Mark McCurdy and a panel of children about hunger and
service.

Even though the campaign ends on Easter Sunday, we hope that we will continue to fight against the
injustices of hunger and learn more ways that we can get involved. On Sunday, April 25% we will have a
special coffee hour to celebrate what we have done and to continue the discussion of what Grace Church
can do in the future to fight against hunger. So, please join us on April 251 And, thank you to all who
worked so hard during this campaign!

GreenUP CleanUP
Grace Church has embarked on a parish-wide environmental stewardship program, Greening Grace,
which has blossomed out of an innovative Diocesan Leadership Development Initiative (LDI).

A small LDI team from Grace, met several times to receive training in public narrative, a leadership
technique developed by Harvard Kennedy School Prof. Marshall Ganz specifically for the Episcopal
Church. Harnessing years of labor organizing expertise, most famously César Chavez's strikes with the
California grape pickers, Ganz has been able to transiate the organized labor movement into a simple
recipe of one-to-one meetings to develop the following action elements:

1. Story of self - one's own personal narrative

2. Story of us - describing the group’s common goals

3. Story of now - a call to action

Grace Church was honored to be one of only seven churches to be chosen by the Diocese of
Massachusetts for training. Ann Frenning Kossuth, Jonathan Hunt, Rachael Pettengill, June Pietrantoni,
Linda Rogers, and Margaret Smist have been humbled and amazed by what they learned in the training
and eager to schedule "one-on-ones" with other members of Grace Church to pass along what they've
learned.

Already an active GreeningGrace weblog has been launched off the GraceMedford.org homepage. This
spring's GreenUp CleanUp, which aims o organize 250 members of the Grace church and community to
clean up some of Medford's shared open spaces (such as parks and playgrounds) represents the first fruits
of this endeavor.

The LDI team will be holding an open information session about the GreenUp CleanUp at Grace Church
Sunday, April 11th following the 10 o'clock service. If you are interested, please stick around for green ice
cream in fun flavors!
