Eleanor Wiles Bequest

Shortly after Eleanor Wiles’ death in late 2007, we learned that Grace Church would be a 50% beneficiary
of her estate. After various delays, the estate is near full settlement and the executor has recently
informed us that Grace Church is the recipient of a substantial sum, possibly exceeding $1 million, in cash,
bonds, and stocks. We still await a final disclosure statement and transfer of all accounts to Grace Church.
To help ensure that Grace Church proceeds wisely, the Vestry voted to delay any commitment of or
expenditure of bequest funds until at least March 31, 2011. In the meantime, the Vestry will continue to
examine the church’s priorities and mission moving forward, associated short- and long-term financial
needs, and the importance of building and effectively managing endowment funds. With the help of the
Finance Committee and outside financial experts, we will evaluate viable bequest/endowment fund
management options.

Eleanor was a quiet, smart, unassuming woman who loved this church. We are committed to carefully
managing and investing this tremendous bequest. We want to make it a lasting gift and proper tribute to

Eleanor.
